The Purposes of the Forum were

1. To convene and establish relationships among pioneering contributors to a
nonkilling world.

2. To demonstrate spiritual, scientific, artistic, @nalctical grounds for confidence in human
capabilities to realize a killinfree, operended world. That is, a world in which human
beings do not kill each other and where social conditions are open to infinite human
creativity.

3. To share translatiomstitution-building, and community awakening experiences in
globalizing understanding of nonkilling human capabilities.

4. To review lessons from nonviolent, nonkilling leadership experiences to advise on creating
aGlobal Nonkilling Leadership Academy.

5. To advise on creating a smatidowedCenter for Global Nonkilling to serve as facilitator
to share advances in research, educdt@ning, and service in cooperation with individuals,
affiliates, and institutions worldwide.

6. To prepare a brigbncluding statement to the global public on the significance of the
Forum.

After due deliberation we can now report to the leaders and peoples of the world the
following:

We reaffirmed the presence of the Global Nonkilling Spirit in religious and highfaiths
Hawaiian, Buddhist, Christian, Hindu, Humanist, Islam, Jainamd Judaism.

We reviewed and reaffirmed the thesis thawed globally human beings can stop killing
each other on at least seven grounds: spiritual, scientific, skiltuinstial artistic, historical,
and predecessor demonstration.

We sharedaffirmatiors of theglobal significance of thaeonkilling thesisby participants from

We shared experiences in publishing English editions in India, Nigeria, and the Philippines, as
well as in the United States.



We dhared seHsupporting efforts to found affiliates of tle&istingCenter for Global
Nonviolence in Haiti, Nigeria, and &at Lakes Africd DR Congo, Burundi, Rwanda).

We shared reports of communyvakening educational experiences based on the nonkilling
thesis among national, town, and village leaders and people in the DR Congo, Haiti, Nigeria,
and the Philippings as well as in universities, schools and a Martin Luther King kindergarten
with 100 childrenn Kazimia villageof the DR Congo.

We shared nonolent leadership lessons from Tolstoy, Gandhi, Abdul Ghaffar Khan, Martin
Luther King, Jr., Governor Guillermo GavirieRetra Karin Kelly, Ronald Stephen Mallone,
and TKN Unnithan for guidance to educate and train future nonkilling leaders.

We shared adce on how to organize a shegrm Global Nonkilling Leadership Academy
that would enable young leaders to share experiebeasfit fromnewest nonkilling research
findings, and empower them amutually supportiveransforming leader®r the future
nonkilling world.

We then shared needs that could be served by adomgCenter for Global Nonkilling in

which a core group of eight workers from a strongly endoweddzassssist research,
educatiortraining, and nonkilling policy initiatives though wdwide cooperation toward
